BOULDER, Colo —The description 
of the Prodigal Son’s return may'be a 
little more dramatic than the way that 
Jeff Knapple returned to his 
hometown and to University of 
Colorado football, but the part about 
being merry is just what CU fans are 
about it

Knapple left Boulder for UCLA in 
the fall of 1974 as the most highly- 
publicized quarterback in state prep 
history His career at Boulder’s 
Fairview High was filled with All- 
Am erica clippings and feats of 
grandeur on the high school athletic 
scene in three sports 

To add insult to injury, he had first 
signed the Big Eight letter with rival 
Nebraska, before opting on the 
national letter for UCLA and the 
glamour of the West Coast and Dick 
Vermeil’s Bruins H e ' hadn’ t really 
g iven  new Colorado coach .B ill 
Mallory, who had come to Boulder in 
February of 1974 a fighting chance to

Hayes was asked about Bill Mallory, 
who will pit his Colorado Buffaloes 
against the Buckeyes in Ihe Orange

sign him The locals were irate, and 
CU fans were despondent over losing 
the star

Two years later, Knapple is 
wearing the Buff’s Silver and Gold 
and is named the Big Eight 
Newcomer of the Year after 
quarterbacking the Buffs to an 8-3 
season, a tie for the Big Eight title, 
and into the Orange Bowl. How did 
it all happen0
"At the time, I thought Nebraska 

was the best place for me,”  he says 
"M y mother and father both grew up 
in Omaha and I have a lot of relatives 
there I was im pressed with 
Nebraska’s program and I still am 

"They did a good job of recruiting 
me But Nebraska took it for granted 
that I would go there after I signed the 
Big Eight letter Usually, that’s the 
way it works, too

"But the pressure got to me I had 
led coach Mallory to believe I would 
sign much later than I did Then, all of 
a sudden, I had signed with Nebraska 
and then right at the end, UCLA did a 
better job Personlly, 1 think the last

place you visit leaves the best 
impression, and I liked California ” 

But things soured for Knapple 
quickly at UCLA “ I was unhappy and 
I was not playing well I even messed 
around playing as a receiver for a few 
days out there Then I got hurt in a 
jayvee gam e (chipped vertebra) I 
just wanted to get back home 

“ Coach Mallory laid it" on the line 
when I asked him if I could come back 
He told me I was going to have to work 
harder than I had even worked and 
learn to run with the football Colorado 
has a much more disciplined program 
than UCLA I know we work a lot 
harder, both during the season and 
after It’s really helped me, but I have 
a long way to go ”

Knapple, bothered by a sore 
shoulder in the first two games, burst 
onto the scene against M iam i of 
Florida and played well in a 33-3 win in 
Boulder He came off the bench to 
replace Jeff Austin in a 0-0 gam e and 
led the Buffs to a 26-0 halftime lead 
and 258 yards of total offense in the 
second quarter outburst He started

the Nebraska game under intense 
pressure and played so-so

But his greatest moment came 
when the Buffs needed it most,

' against Oklahoma in Boulder The 
6-2, 195-pound sophomore again 
became the darling of the local 
fans, throwing for 191 yards and 
running for 90 more, including a 
28-yeard TD run, to lead the Buffs 
to a startling 42-31 win over the 
Sooners.
It was the most points ever scored 

by Colorado against an Oklahoma 
team and the most points scored by 
any team on the Sooners in six years 

His 1976 season was sometimes 
brilliant, sometimes erratic, but 
Knapple has shown the hometown fans 
that he still has it It showed in flashes 
this year, and you can see that with 
another year of hard work, he may yet 
reach the stardom always predicted 
for him

It has been the long way around for 
Jeff Knapple but he’s back in Boulder 
and nobody is unhappy about it these 
days
