Carter gets 7 1 percent in straw poll

Jimmy Carter flexed his political mus
cle in a straw poll taken at the Democrats' 
fund raising dinner in Ames last weekend

President Carter received an im 
presfflve 71 percent of the vote in the poll 
which was conducted by the Iowa Daily 
Press Association.

While that p e rcen tag e  sounds 
overwhelming, supporters of Edward 
Kennedy may be gleeful when they learn 
that the Massachusetts Senator got 26 
percent of the vote

Why’’ Because Kennedy forces in Iowa 
had written off the poll saying they would 
be lucky to get 10 to 12 percent of the vote 
of party regulars

A LAST minute decision to send Ethel 
Kennedy wife of the late Senator Robert 
Kennedy and their son Joseph to the 
dinner may have caused Ted Kennedy s 
stock to rise in the straw poll

Still the dinner really was a pep rally 
for President Carter as the Carter 
Mondale camp made an intensive effort to 
get their supporters to the dinner as a 
show of strength since Iowa has the first 
precinct caucuses Ih the nation next Jan 
2 1

Jerry Brown picked up less than one 
percent of the vote which is not surpris 
ing while nearly two percent of the people 
were undecided

Of the 2.320 balloLs distributed to the $30 
ticket holders 96 percent were dropped in 
ballot boxes carried to each comer of the 
Hilton Coliseum by Drake University 
journalism students

John Connally came out on lop but not 
by much as four of the GOP hopefuls were 
bunched together Connally drew 24 
percent of the vote followed by Howard 
Baker 23 percent George Bush. 21 
percent and Ronald Reagan with 19 
percent

OFFICIALS OF the United Auto 
Workers in Iowa who have been outspoken 
m urging Kennedy to run had at least 200 
of their members on hand for the dinner 

AS part of their $10,000 contribution to 
Ihe Democratic party the LAW received 
200 tickets to the dinner

NOT TO be outdone the Carter camp 
also had some large blocks of ticket sales 
to groups that have indicated some 
support in the president 

Between the Iowa State Education 
Association and the National Education 
Association the two teachers’ organization 
bought $5.000 in tickets and the Sea Farers 
Union spent $3.000 to purchase 100 tickets
