WATERLOO, lowa - The
Sioux City Metros scored three
unanswered goals in the third
period as they rallied for a 6-4
win over Mason City in a semi-
final game at the lowa State high
school hockey tournament Sat-
urday afternoon at Young Arena.

Sioux City (20-11-4), which
rallied from 3-1 and 4-2 deficits
in the first and second periods,
got an unassisted, game-tying
goal from Kevin Lohry at the
5:21 mark of the third period.

Jack Brooks snapped the 4-4
tie about a minute and a half
later on a combined assist from
Chase  Kinchen and Rick
Chartier. Then, at the 14:45
mark, Kinchen scored on Joel
Kempter’s assist to round off the
scoring.

The Metros won despite being
outshot 31-17. Mason City, the
top seed in the state tournament,
entered with a 32-1-1 record.

“We started out behind 2-0,
but we kept our composure and
we kept chipping away at it,”
said Metros coach Jeff Gray.
“We kept chipping away and
saved enough energy at the end.
The boys showed a lot of char-
acter.”

Lohry scored single goals in
the first and second periods. He
also recorded an assist on Sam
Schweigert’s first period goal.

‘The Metros were 10-7 winners
over Waterloo Friday in the
quarterfinals behind Lohry, who
scored four goals and had six
total points.

The Metros will face the win-
ner of Des Moines Capitols/Des
Moines Oakleafs this afternoon
at 1:45 in the state finals at
Young Arena.
